Skills of studying the New Testament and of using the New Testament within the contemporary context.

THE DEVELOPMENT OF CHRISTIAN FAITH IN HISTORY

Key doctrines and theological concepts, e.g. the Trinity; the Person of Christ; the Church; sin and grace; the Holy Spirit; salvation. The contexts in which doctrine has emerged.

ELEMENTS OF CHRISTIAN WORSHIP

Worship, liturgy, the sacraments: roots (OT, NT, historical) and contemporary practice. Elements of worship e.g. space, time, Common Worship, music, prayer, lectionary and word. Skills of constructing and leading worship.

STUDYING THE OLD TESTAMENT

Skills of studying the Old Testament, and its contemporary relevance.

INTRODUCTION TO CHRISTIAN ETHICS

Christian decision making on ethical issues. Identifying ethical issues in a pastoral situation, considering possible approaches.
INTRODUCTION TO CHRISTIAN MISSION AND MINISTRY

Study of Christian mission and ministry in the contemporary context. Patterns of mission and ministry in the New Testament. Contemporary approaches to mission and ministry. Exploration of the mission and ministry of a particular church context.

WORKING WITH CHILDREN AND YOUNG PEOPLE

The place of young people within the mission and ministry of the church. Different approaches to working with children and young people.

MINISTRY AND PRAXIS

Analysis of ministry and leadership within a placement context. Reflection on personal and ministerial development.

COMMUNICATING THE CHRISTIAN STORY

Communication in different contexts: strategies and skills. Ways of communicating Scriptural texts.

PASTORAL CARE

Theoretical thinking and skills for the practice of pastoral care. Insights from Scripture and the Christian tradition.

INDEPENDENT LEARNING UNIT

Choice of a study of personal interest, within a chosen situation.

CHRISTIAN SPIRIUALITY

Study of Christian spirituality through research and reflection on experiences.
